TITAN REGIMENT CHAPERONE CHECKLIST

Thanks for giving your time and support to the NOHS band program!  Our success depends on parents and friends like you!  Listed below are guidelines to help make our band trips successful.

Leaving Bandroom:

· Please arrive 15 minutes before the assigned student arrival time.  Report to the Head Chaperone for bus assignment and any other duties.  Get the bus list at this time.

· The students will be given an exact time to be seated so that we can begin loading buses.  Do not let the students load anything until Mr. Akridge has released them from the bandroom.

· Help the students find their correct bus & have the students find a seat quickly & quietly.  Take roll once all band members are on the bus.

· While we travel, students should remain seated and talk quietly during the bus ride.  Students should not eat or drink on the bus.  Radios, etc. should be used with headphones only – no sound should be heard in the bus.  You may want to space yourselves out in the bus for better monitoring purposes.  Our students are normally very well behaved and you hopefully won’t have any problems during your trip.

Game:

· When we arrive to park, students should get dressed and keep their instruments in their cases.  Students with equipment on the trailer will be asked to come and get their equipment.

· We will call students off the bus to line-up and enter.

· Please help take band equipment into the stadium.  We will need help with pit percussion, podium, cooler, medical kit, plumes, etc.

· During the game, make sure only band members are in the band block.  We may have to take students to the restrooms after we get settled.  Also, while it is hot, please help distribute water to the students.  We will get ice & water from the home team’s concession stand.

Leaving Game:

· We will march back to the bus.  We may need help getting all of our equipment back to the trailer. 

· After students have loaded, take roll and the same rules for travel apply on the way home.

· When we arrive back at the bandroom, students with equipment on the trailer will unload first.  Have the other students clean the bus so that we can leave them as clean as when we got on the bus.  Mr. Akridge will call for everyone to unload the bus after the trailer has been unloaded.
